· APA Metro Holiday Party is next week, December 14th 

· Tour of Affordable Housing Project in Port Jefferson Station
· Jean Marie, Vice President of Housing Development and Planning at CDC LI joined the meeting. She discussed an affordable housing project that has been complete in Upper Port Jefferson and is currently in phase of taking lottery applications (starting January 19th). This is one of a few private developments by the train station. There is an opportunity to tour vacant units before people start moving in. Discussed touring the development and the surrounding area with Mayor or someone else from Village to speak about the development. Jean Marie offered to reach out to mayor to discuss a convenient date, timing and others to be involved now that lottery date is pushed back.  Conifer could potentially be involved in the tour and CDCLI would discuss the development. Discussed how this could qualify for CM credits. Committee members agreed afternoon during the week is best for a tour. 

· Arthur Kunz Scholarship for 2023 APA National Conference (April 1 – 4 in Philadelphia)
· Kathy prepared a draft announcement and provided to director and other committee members who have been involved in the past. Kathy intends to circulate the announcement on 12/9 to all committee members and asked that everyone email the announcement to their contacts (municipal planners, private planners, etc.). Kathy has a list of schools but unsure if these are the most up-to-date contacts and asked if anyone has additional contacts. Kathy to reach out to Jonathan Sokol at the Town of Brookhaven (GIS with Highway Dept) to see if he’s still interested in attending the conference. Kathy to send information to Andy for Julianne Navarra and will find someone who is in touch with her to see if she still lives in NY. Dave, Sean, Sarah, Wes and Kathy to be on committee to help with this including review of essays. Intend to have a deadline of January 11th and try to get results back the following week. Early registration date for conference is not available yet. Kathy to send an email to APA to see if she can get answer about early registration to give awardees time to sign up for mobile workshops.
· East End Planning Conference
· Ann  discussed the conference with several organizations (RXR, Joe Bras, Georgica Green Ventures) and all seem very happy to participate in sessions at the conference. Steering Committee discussed the outline of the conference including residential housing and market conditions. Discussed having a Master Developer Panel first (for Riverhead and Glen Cove) and an Economics of Development Panel second. Need to prepare a paragraph summary of what the panel will be so Ann  can have contacts when reaching out to organizations.  Ann  will circle back next week to work on vision for panel then reach out to other contacts. Kathy to ensure venue is open March 15th, 16th, 29th or 30th to narrow in on final date. Steering Committee discussed resiliency topics, but members have encountered issues reaching people/contacts to discuss these topics at the Conference and most likely easier to find speakers once Riverhead has implemented the riverfront project. Will need to check with Riverhead to see their availability and willingness to participate (Jeff, possibly Tracy and Dawn). Steering Committee discussed participating in a walking tour in Riverhead to show off new development, which could tie in Riverhead IDA. Steering Committee also discussed highlighting Master Developer properties Riverhead that could be integrated into future resiliency projects (have at least one new building). 
· Final Plans for Lee Koppelman Memorial
· Subcommittee Members - Andy Freleng, Eric Farm, Kathy Eiseman, other volunteers?
· Need to see how trees are doing because of the summer drought; trees may need to be replanted. Andy to reach out to Tom Isles to see where paperwork is for plaque. Steering Committee agreed to hold a consensus vote on how plaque should be mounted. Sub-committee to discuss options then reconvene with overall steering committee.
